Industrial Immersion (II)

Programme in Brief
Background
In the curriculum structure at NTU, all third-year B.Sc. (Maritime Studies) students must successfully complete a 10-week Industrial Immersion (II). The B.Sc. (Maritime Studies) is a 4-year direct honours degree programme.   

The students undertaking the industrial immersion have read many subjects in maritime studies which include the following areas: Maritime Logistics and Supply Chain, Ship Finance and Marine Insurance, Ship Chartering and Brokering, Maritime Technology, Port and Terminal Operations/Administration, Shipping (marketing, human resource management, cargo/containers handling & services, bunkering, etc.).

The objective of the II programme is to instil in students a sense of professionalism and the right work attitude so that they become effective and productive in their respective organisations much sooner than is usual upon graduation.  Students attached to organisations will work alongside supervisors, colleagues, clients, etc. to experience working life in a corporate environment.

Period of Industrial Immersion

The immersion period is for 10 weeks, from 13 May 2019 – 20 July 2019.
Allowance & Working Hours

The recommended allowance is $1,000 and the minimum allowance should be $800. As a guide, most organisations are paying $800 to $1500 per month. Employers are exempted from making CPF contributions on student allowance. For overseas internships, this subsistence allowance is paid to student to meet his/her daily expenses and lodging. Students will follow the normal working hours of the organisation on a five-day or five-and-a-half day week basis.

Insurance

Students are covered against personal or bodily injuries caused by or arising out of accidents through a Group Personal Accident Insurance Scheme (24-hour worldwide) arranged by NTU. The University has also taken up a Public Liability Policy Insurance to indemnify organisations against claims and damages arising as a result of an act committed by NTU’s students in the course of the attachment. The territorial limit for this coverage is worldwide, excluding countries under international sanctions.

Assessment of Student’s Performance at Work

Organisations should assign a supervisor who will be responsible for the students in terms of work allocation, guidance as well as to assess the performance of the students. The organisation supervisor will need to provide feedback on the student’s performance to the NTU faculty supervisor during his/her visit to the organisation.  For overseas immersion, special arrangement with the NTU faculty supervisor will be made. The organisation supervisor will also need to complete an evaluation form at the end of immersion to assess the performance of the student.  

Procedure for Participation

Organisation is required to provide NTU with applicable information and a training programme for the student(s) by completing and returning the attached forms (II_Form 10 and II_Form 11). If the training programme is found suitable, it would be put up to the students for selection. 

Certificate of Accomplishment

Students who successfully complete the II programme will be awarded a Certificate of Accomplishment signed by the Director of Career & Attachment Office.
