MULTI SPILL KIT

NEU-CHEM: Procedure for chemical spill clean-up

1. Assess the size of the spill. If it is beyond the capability of 2 persons (not more
than 2.5 Itrs or 25 sq, ft), contact the authorities. If spill can be managed by 2
persons or less, proceed with the clean-up.

2. Put on chemical safety equipment : Face shield or goggles, respirator mask &
cartridges , neoprene gloves & apron, chemical safety boots. Proceed to
ventilate the affected area : Turn on the fume-hood, open the windows close the
doors. Restrict non-authorised human traffic with the cordon-off tape during clean-

up.
3. Take out the relevant neutralization agent :
NEU-CAUSTIC - For alkali spills
NEU-ACID - For acid spills
NEU-SOLV - For solvent spills

Shake the neutralizer over the spillage area. Ensure the area is completely covered
by the neutralizer. -

4. During the neutralization stage there will be fuming or bubbling generated by the
chemical reaction. Do not be alarm as the gas generated is harmless.

5. Wait for 10 — 20 mins for the neutralizer to take effect.

6. Test the stage of neutralization by smearing the treated area with pH indicator
strip. Check the pH range against the colour chart on the bottle.

7. If the pH range is between 5 to 9, you can proceed to collect the neutralized waste
using the scoop & scraper.

8. Put the waste in the plastic bag & secure the closure with the cable tie. The plastic
bags provided is meant as a temporary containment measure, do not keep the
bagged wasted for more than 48 hours. As a further precaution, the bagged
waste can be stored in the kit bucket temporarily. After use, ensure the bucket |s
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
