Scholarship: Two awards of $5,000 each.   
 
 
Eligibility: Singapore citizen or Singapore permanent resident of 

Indian descent who are participating in NTU’s Global 
Immersion Programme.    

 
 
Selection Criteria:  Preference will be given to Singapore citizens 
 

 Preference will be given to applicants from financially   
  needy background 

 
Applicants who demonstrate good academic results and/or 
leadership skills will be strongly favoured.   
 

Others: Successful applicants will participate in volunteer/ 
community work with SIET  

  
Successful applicants will be featured in SIET publications 
and other publicity materials.  

 
 
Selection Committee: Short-listed candidates are interviewed by the GIP 

Scholarship Selection Committee including at least one 
representative from SIET.  

 
 
Concurrent Awards: A recipient of the SIET GIP Scholarship may not 

concurrently hold any other scholarship, fellowship, grant 
or award without the prior approval of NTU. 

 
If the student decides to terminate the Global Immersion 
Programme prematurely, the university reserves the right 
to impose a repayment on a case-by-case basis.
