
Nanyang Technological Universi-
ty (NTU) launched its Student
Talent Development Programme
(STDP) on Aug 30 as part of its
inaugural OneNTU Day.
The STDP aims to provide

students with opportunities to
nurture their non-academic
strengths and talents in fields like
technology, culture, environmen-
tal sustainability, entrepreneur-
ship and healthcare.
Participants can look forward

to curated learning opportunities
like learning journeys, work-
shops and masterclasses led by
industry experts andNTU faculty
members, conversations with in-
dustry experts and mentorship.
The programme will last for

about a year, after which partici-
pants are expected to implement
“impact initiative” projects based
on their fields that will benefit
theNTU community and beyond.
The STDP is part of a wider

movement across the nation to
maximise students’ potential.
Education Minister Chan Chun
Sing, the event’s guest of honour,
cited examples like the recent
changes to the Gifted Education
Programme and higher mother
tongue languages announced at
2024’s National Day Rally.
“One way of looking at success

is to see what we have accom-
plished individually – academi-
cally or non-academically,” he
said at a panel discussion du-
ring the programme’s launch.
“But I always encourage Singa-

poreans to look at success not just
as our personal accomplishments
but also our collective contribu-
tions for a more heartwarming
society.”
He added that Singapore had to

focus on economic competitive-
ness to survive as a country in the
past. Now, Singaporeans can pur-
sue a diversity of areas like entre-
preneurship, music or sports but
they must always remain con-

scious of our vulnerabilities as a
small country.
NTU deputy president and pro-

vost Ling San said the definition
of success must be broadened,
with success being seen as a col-
lective effort towards shared
growth and goals.
“It is important to help a person

discover (his or her) talent. Be-
yond that, it is also important for
a university or any educational
institution to provide the kind of
opportunities and environment
for the individuals to develop that
gift and talent further. That’s the
purpose of this programme,” said
Professor Ling.
He added: “Success in life is not

one-dimensional. In order to
achieve the objective of prepar-
ing students for life, we need to
facilitate amindset thatwe recog-
nise what your talents are and
help you develop them.”

Balasubramanian, 22, who is co-
founder of social enterprise Jalan
Journey, said the STDP would ad-
dress one of the biggest challeng-
es his company faced: recruiting
people driven to serve the com-
munity. Jalan Journey runs inter-
active workshops to teach sec-
ondary school students about so-
cial issues.
The second-year Renaissance

Engineering Programme student
said: “The STDP will bring to-
gether a lot of like-minded peo-
ple. This allows us to synergise.
We are able to collaborate across
the different tracks of the STDP
and come up with solutions even
bigger than what we have indi-
vidually.”
The applicationwindow for the

STDPwill close on Sept 1. All Year
1 to Year 4 NTU undergraduates
can apply.
The STDP will have an inaugu-

ral cohort of up to 200 students,
including 24 full- and mid-term
NTU Talent Scholars who are re-
quired to be part of the pro-
gramme.
