GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The terms “runner” and “participant” refer to anyone who participates in this championship and both terms will be used interchangeably in the rules and regulations.

1. Responsibility of Participants
The onus is on the participant to ensure that the organizer receives the registration form. 

2. Categories of Runners

3. Eligibility

All participants must be either Singapore Citizens or Permanent Residents holding the Singapore Blue Identity Card. Permanent Residents not holding the Singapore Blue Identity Card are not eligible to participate in this championship.

4. Registration of Runner
The organizer reserves the right to repudiate the registration of any participant(s), at their discretion.

5 Official Registration

The official registration form must be duly completed together with  the declaration form(s), if applicable, which should be submitted by the participant to the organizer of Kebun Baru Link RC (KB Link RC), Block 177 Ang Mo Kio Ave 4 #01-901, or fax to 64589751.
The acknowledgement receipt will be sent to the participant within 3-working days (excluding Sunday, Saturday and Public Holidays) upon receiving the registration form.

The participant shall undertake the responsibility to verify with the organizer of their successful registration if they have not received the acknowledgement receipt prior to the registration closing date.

Late, unclear or incomplete submissions of the official registration and declaration form will result in rejection of their entry for participation in the championship.

Protests
6.1
In the event of any dispute arising over any runner(s), the race shall be conducted under protest, with the Appeals and Disciplinary Committee who will decide on the matter upon receipt of the protest in writing, together with the prescribed protest fee.

6.2
Protests with regards to the fielding of an ineligible runner for a particular race must be made in writing together with the protest fee of $150.00 and lodged with the Appeals and Disciplinary Committee on the spot on the event day at the championship venue before the commencement of the race or within 10 minutes after the announcement of the result for the particular race.  In the event that the protest is dismissed, the fee will be forfeited.

6.3
All other protests shall also be made in writing, duly signed by the participant(s) and lodged with the Appeals and Disciplinary Committee on the spot at the championship venue, or within 10 minutes after the announcement of the result of the particular race with a protest fee of $150.00.  If the protest is dismissed, the fee will be forfeited.
6.4
The decision by the Appeals and Disciplinary Committee arising from any protest is final and there shall be no appeal.

No protest will be entertained after the presentation of prizes.

7. 

First Aid and Medical Coverage

7.1.1 Every participant is responsible for their own first aid and medical coverage.

7.1.2 In the event that a participant is injured during the race especially when bleeding occurs, he or she will be removed from the race in order to seek medical attention immediately.

8. Supplementary Rules

All participants are urged to maintain good and proper self-conduct throughout the course of the championships by participating in the spirit of fair play and sportsmanship. If an appeal is made against any (of the above) person(s) and it is not heeded, the Organizing Committee reserves the right to take disciplinary action against the person(s). 
In the event that there is a need for any disciplinary action to be taken against any participant, the Disciplinary Committee shall make a decision and impose the appropriate punishment if necessary.

The Chairman of the Organizing Committee reserves the right to appoint a Supplementary Committee consisting of three or more persons to deal with any matters pertaining to inquiries, appeals, others etc. The Supplementary Committees decision on all matters brought before it will be final.

While all reasonable precautions will be taken, the Organizing Committee, its servants and agents will not be responsible or in any way liable for any death, disability, personal injury, loss of property or any other loss howsoever arising from any cause whatsoever at any time during the course of this championship.

In the event that any question or matter arising during the course of the championships, which has not been adequately expressed or covered in any of the rules governing this championship, the Organizing Committee reserves the right to make the final decision.

The Rules and Regulations as depicted above are current at the time of printing. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to add, delete and/or vary the said Rules and Regulations at any time where necessary.
